It appears as though we kind of skipped through Spring and went straight into Summer.
What would Texas be without 100 degree temperatures in May and June? Hopefully,
everyone is  finding ways to keep themselves, their pets and their plants cool! City Staff
is already in the midst of preparing the budget for FY 2011-2012. Mid-year estimates for
the current FY have been completed and we begin the process of putting together a pro-
posed budget for next year. Sales tax revenue has been a bit better than estimated thus
far. There is still almost a half-year to go but we remain optimistic. Hopefully, the econ-
omy has stabilized somewhat and we wonot
something about the price of gas!!)

The Shawnee bridge renovation project is progressing on schedule. You might recall that
this portion of the project is being funded by TxDot and the contractor is working for them.
They have had good working weather and the project is still scheduled for completion in
mid-August.

You may notice other projects being started around the City as we try to make improve-
ments where we can. The Lake Worth Park has had lights added around the football field,
skate park and parking lot. A new fence has been added around the football field. (We
thank the Lake Worth Youth Assoc. for their generous donation to help offset the costs of
the new fence.) Park improvements are being funded through the EDC. You will also
notice some renovations being done to the old library/City Council building as well. We
are joining that building with the City Hall building and making changes to the Council
chambers and moving some City offices. This project is not being funded from General
Fund budget; it is part of the 2008 C.O. issue funding that was set aside for various City
projects. You will also begin to see various water/sewer/drainage projects being started in
various parts of the City. These projects are needed to improve the infrastructure of our
City and improve the service to our citizens. Some of these projects are necessary in
order to remain in compliance with the Texas Commission of Environmental Quality
standards as well. These projects are being funded from bond issues from 2001, 2005
and 2008 and not from General Fund budget. A portion of the projects are also being
funded from the County Development Block Grant (CDBG) made possible by Tarrant
County.

If you find yourself with a little free time and are looking for something interesting to do
please take a moment to visit our City Library, Senior Center or the Lake Worth Area
Museum. Our Library is one of the most modern facilities in the area and boasts a wide
selection of books, tapes, DvVD6s,
interest. Live programs for kids will be held throughout the summer (adults will find them
fun as welll). The Senior Center has a wide array of activities to choose from throughout
the week. Painting, dancing and bingo are just a part of what they offer. Plenty of fun and
a friendly staff make our Senior Center a great place to visit. The Lake Worth Area
Museum is now open for regular hours during the week and on the weekends.

North Texas Storms

We have had some very violent storms come through the Lake W
area this storm season. Some storms were slow moving and we
plenty of warning to prepare for their arrival. However, some Super C
Storms formed nearly right on top of us. We all know living here in tl
southern tip of Tornado Alley that these Super Cells can produce a |
nado, violent winds, and large hail with little or no notice. In the Emergency
Preparedness Industry we are leaning to and would like people to be prepared to Shelter
In Place (SIP). We would rather you remain in your homes and in the safest portion of
your home rather than get out in the storm which dramatically raises the risk of becom-
ing a victim.

Recommendations for Sheltering In Place:

Go to the lowest portion of your home. If you have a2tory house go to the first floor.
Find an interior room in the house. A room wittNOwindows. A bathroom or closet is
preferred. A bathroom has pipes in the wall which can add support to the walls around
you.

Take a flashlight and weather radio with you.

It is recommend you store your Disaster Supply Kit in that room. For an example of
the items needed for your Disaster Supply Kit, visit the City of Lake Worth Website,
www.lakeworthtx.org and go to the Fire Department Page and click on Emergency
Management on the left side.

Outdoor Warning System

You may know them by a different name. Tornado Sirens. However, they have more
uses than just to warn us of impending bad weather. The Outdoor Warning Sirens can
sound for:

Tornado Warning

Winds in excess of 60 mph

Hail larger than 1.25 inches in diameter

Hazardous Chemical Spills

Or other situation that may cause a major threat to the public

Lake Worth has the use of a public notification system called CodeR
You may have received phone calls warning you of hazard
situations from CodeRed already. If the Outdoor Warning System (sirens) activate, you
most likely will receive a phone call informing you of the possibility of a major threat to
the area.
