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Greetingséand Happy Spring!!  Even though weôve already reached a few summer-like      

temperatures we are still technically in the midst of springtime in North Texas.  Hopefully, we 

will receive the much-needed rainfall that we depend upon to get us through those intense sum-

mer months. 

Sadly, our long-time Fire Chief, Mark Cone, retired from the City effective March 31st.  Mark 

has been with the City for over 20 years; and has served the Lake Worth Fire Department in 

practically every capacity there is.  In 2001 Mark was appointed as the first paid Fire Chief for 

the City and was instrumental in orchestrating many of the changes to the Fire Department over 

the years.  His steady hand was at the helm during the transition of the Fire Department from a 

volunteer service to a full-time paid service and many of the Departmentôs accomplishments can 

be attributed to Mark.  Mark is still employed with the Fort Worth Fire Department.   

Mike Christenson has been appointed as the new Fire Chief effective April 1st.  Mike has over 

25 years experience in the Fire Service and has served as a Lieutenant in the Lake Worth Fire 

Department for over the past 4 years.  Mike has a vast wealth of knowledge and experience to 

bring to his new position and all of the City staff is confident that he will flourish in his capacity 

as Fire Chief. 

Many of you have driven over or past the Shawnee Trail bridge during the past several months 

and have seen the channel-widening and drainage work that the City had contracted in        

preparation of TxDot replacing the bridge.  Now you are having to detour around the area    

because the bridge is gone (for the time being).  The Shawnee bridge project is a joint effort 

between the City and TxDot to replace and expand the bridge.  TxDot considers it an             

ñoff-systemò bridge and is responsible for the actual construction of the bridge itself; while the 

City was responsible for moving the utilities that ran alongside the old bridge; and for             

expanding/deepening the creek channel to accommodate the new, bigger bridge.  Construction is 

anticipated to be completed in mid-August.  Please bear with us for a few more months.  When 

itôs all over we should have a new bridge that will last us for many years down the road. 

On Saturday April 16th the City, in conjunction with the Lake Worth Historical Society, had a 

Community Easter Egg hunt and also celebrated the grand opening of the Lake Worth Area 

Museum.  10,000 eggs were dropped by the ñEaster Bunnyò for the kiddos to find and some of 

our local crafters displayed their talents at the craft fair.  The Library also entertained folks with 

the ñCreature Teacherò, an educational program that included live animals from different parts 

of the world.  The Museum opening was a hit with those wanting to see a bit of the history of 

Lake Worth and the local area.  The Lake Worth Historical Society has gone to great lengths to 

make the museum a reality and their efforts clearly show; the museum is something that the 

community can be proud of.  Many thanks to everyone that helped to make the entire event a 

success!! 

You also might notice some activity in the Lake Worth Park (Azle Ave/IH 820).  We are in the 

process of installing new lighting on the football field, skate-park and parking lot.  The old    

lighting system had to be removed due to safety concerns.  The EDC has allocated funding to 

replace the lights.  Further improvements have been planned, such as a walking track, baseball 

field additions/renovations etc..  We hope to obtain grant funding from Texas Parks and Wildlife 

to help ease the financial burden.

     If you had a water leak between mid  November and mid February and had it re-

paired or are in the process of having it repaired, you need to fill out and  submit a request for re-

consideration of winter sewer average.  The deadline to submit your request is June 30, 2011. Your 

completed form should be accompanied by proof of the leak being fixed.      Acceptable proof includes 

but is not limited to: a plumberôs invoice or store receipt of parts purchased to fix the leak. If you have 

any questions, please call the Utility Billing Department at 817-237-1211, ext.

Wants to help you  with your next Garage Sale! 

You must appear in person at City Hall to ob-

tain a $5.00 garage sale permit. 

A valid picture ID is required. 

You may only have two garage sales per 

year. 

You must obtain the permit at least one (1) 

business day before first day of intended sale. 

You may have a garage sale for up to (3) 

three consecutive days. 

You may place used items in the sale. No 

new personal property is allowed to be sold, 

bartered, or exchanged. 

Items may be displayed in the front or back 

yard, garage, patio area, under a carport, 

driveway, or inside a residence in the case of 

an estate sale. 

Items must be placed at least fifteen (15) feet 

from the back of the curb. 

Items must be removed by 8:00 am the day 

following the last day of the sale. 

Permit fees are non-refundable. 

The garage sale can only be rescheduled due 

to bad weather conditions.  No exceptions. 

If bad weather forces you to cancel your ga-

rage sale, you must come in to reschedule by 

the next business day.  If applicant does not 

do so, the sale shall be charged to the num-

ber of sales allowed per year.

                           Signs 

You may only use the three signs 

provided, and they must be posted 

on metal or wooden stakes. 

Signs may be posted twelve (12) 

hours prior to the sale. 

Do not place signs in right of way 

(typically 20 feet back from curb, but 

could be more in some cases). 

Do not place signs on utility poles. 

Do not place signs on commercial 

property. 

If signs are confiscated due to being 

placed in the incorrect area, signs will 

be not be replaced.   

One sign must be posted on property 

where sale is to take place.     

The two (2) directional signs may be 

placed on private property with per-

mission from the property owner.  

The permission of owner must  be 

indicated by the ownerôs signature on 

the back of the sign.   

Signs must be removed from the 

area by 8:00 am the day following the 

last day of the sale.
