On another note, our sales tax revenue for the City has been slightly higher than projected so far.  As 

many of you know, our City is somewhat different from other cities in the fact that the majority of our 

yearly General Fund operating budget is derived from sales tax; not ad valorem (property) taxes.  This is 

one of the reasons that we are able to keep property taxes as low as they have been for many, many 

years.

The City General Election this year will be held on Saturday, May 12, 2012.  The purpose of the election is to 

allow qualified voters to elect Council Places #1, 3, 5, and 7.  These are two year terms.  Current Council Mem-

bers holding these places are: 

Place 1:  Curtis McKay 

Place 3:  Perry Lunsford 

Place 5:  Pat O. Hill 

Place 7:  Clint Narmore 

Beginning the second week in February, candidates may pick up an Election Packet at City Hall.  The first 

weekday that the City Secretary’s office is open to file an application for a place on the ballot is Monday, Febru-

ary 6, 2012.  The deadline to file for application for a place on the ballot is by 5:00 pm on Monday March 5, 

2012.  (Note deadline time is 5:00 pm and not 6:00 pm.) 

Per Section 3.02 of the City Charter, candidates must meet the following qualifications: 

  (1) Be a registered voter of the City; (2) Have resided in the City for at least twelve (12) months preced-

ing the election at which they are candidates; (3) Continue residency in the City during the term of office; (4) 

Not hold more than one public elective office; (5) Not hold an appointed office of the City excluding boards, 

committees, and commissions; (6) Be at least 21 years of age; (7) Not have been determined mentally incompe-

tent by a final judgment of a court; and (8) Not have been convicted, whether final for appeal purposes or not, of 

a felony from which the person has not been pardoned or otherwise released from the resulting disabilities.  A 

member of the Council ceasing to possess any of the qualifications specified in this section or any other section 

of the Charter, or convicted of a felony while in office, shall immediately forfeit the member’s office.
